• Issue, and if satisfied with proposed fee make appointment  
• If not satisfied seek clarification, amend and agree or proceed to get proposed fee from next 

framework participant.

• The scope may vary.
• TII Circular 03/2018, GeoApp
• May be a pilot scheme, whole route, whole County or whatever suits your local Authority.
• May include PSDP

The Brief

• Template available, available on TII website and to attendees.
• Guidance notes included and where options are available e.g. procurement method for 

contractors. Available on TII website and to attendees.
• Scope to be specific enough for Consultant to price, e.g. no. of locations & length of fencing, 

Works Contractor procurement process, etenders, supplygov etc. 
• Include working along with LA staff regarding landowners.
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
